This excerpt from Bishop Hubbard and the outline by Sister McKinney offer a sense of how our St. Rose
Parish Council acts to arrive at decisions.

From “Leadership in Chatlenging Times” by Bishop Howard Hubbard

And much of what I have been saying about collegiality and collaboration between episcopal conferences
and the Vatican can also be stated about the ecclesial structures that exist within our diocese such as parish
councils, presbyteral councils and diocesan pastoral councils.

Take, for example parish councils. As a diocesan bishop I am well aware (both from surveys and personal
interaction), of the problems which have arisen in our parish councils. From the pastor's perspective and that
of the parish staff, there are the problems of getting people who will be active, enthusiastic and contributing
members. There are the problems of motivating council members to assume or to fulfill responsibilities
without having to be present themselves at every committee meeting or every parish function. There is the
ongoing problem of orientating the ever-rotating council membership to a sense of where the parish as a
community has been, is and is going to be. There is the problem of avoiding narrow parochialism and of
envisioning the parish community within the context of the diocesan, national and universal church. And
there are the frustrating problems associated with collegial decision making when it might be easier, quicker
and perhaps more effective to do things oneself.

On the other hand, from the laity's point of view, parish councils are often perceived as an exercise in futility.
Some councils are looked upon as paper tigers which meet infrequently, if at all, and then only to ratify or to
confirm what the pastor or parish staff has already decided. Others are perceived as debating societies
where various factions air their complaints and grievances, hoping to win a favorable hearing for their pet
projects or their vision of the church, but with little interest in fostering authentic Christian community. Still
others are viewed as dull, stodgy groups devoid of any purpose beyond ensuring that the parking lot is
paved, the annual fund-raising events are established and staffed, and the budget is balanced. And finally
there is the problem created when a new pastor has an entirely different vision of church or differing
expectations of council members than his predecessor.

And for pastor, staff and council members alike, there is often the tension over power, authority and control,
which depletes peoples' energies and enthusiasm, and only creates frustration, cynicism, bitterness and
disillusionment.

Hence, for our councils to be the collaborative structures they are meant to be, we must
continue in our efforts to move from strictly business boards to a community of servant leaders,
from decision-making groups that happen to pray to prayerful communities that have to make
decisions, from crisis management to long-range planning and stewardship of gifts and
resources, from parochialism to outreach, from rule by an elite group to participation and
ownership for decisions by many parishioners, from "we have always done it that way" to
creative re-centering, from managing conflict situations to a recognition of the need for healing,
from a dualism that assigns spiritual matters to the priests, deacons and religious, and
temporalities to the laity toward a shared responsibility for the total mission of the church by
all,

Some of our parish councils have begun to assimilate these concepts, and others, quite frankly, are
backsliding. But when our councils truly root themselves in the message and mission of Jesus, and devote as
much time and effort to being as to doing, the resuit is that the doing is so much more effective, and the
council experience itself so much more enriched.

Arriving at "Shared Wisdom" Consensus 1



THE PHILOSOPHY OF SHARED WISDOM from Sister Mary Benet McKinney, OSB

The shared wisdom model offers a very different approach to decision making. Most people involved with boards or councils will
come from a background in which a parliamentary model is used. It is my experience that a church group can easily slip back into the
win-lose attitude that dominates the parliamentary mode!, and can get so caught up in the tasks and the demands that it fails to set aside
time for reflective prayer and loses attentiveness to the Spirit.

Regular review of and reflection on the shared wisdom model! is critical to the performance of any church group. This section
contains an outline of the [shared wisdom] model .... The outline has muitiple uses. One is to serve as a review. it could serve the need of
both the individuals involved and the total board or council to reflect on and discuss faithfuiness and commitment.

The following outline aiso serves as a guide for a presentation of the shared wisdom model. If a board or council has adopted this
model, it is important that its constituent groups be exposed to the philosophy and theology of shared wisdom. This exposure will help them
understand the workings of their board or councit.

The Shared Wisdom Model

"Whenever you come together, | am with you." .
