LITURGICAL REFLECTION...

The arrangement for celebrating the liturgical year is
governed by the calendar of the Roman Church. Each
Local Church may add days to the annual calendar
while preserving the integrity of the universal calendar.
When May 27" does not fall on Sunday, the Diocese
celebrated the feast of Mary, Mother of the Church,
principal patroness of the Diocese. May 27 is the date
of the establishment of the Diocese in 1901. The Local
Church normally observes four Day of Prayer each
year: January 1: Day of Prayer for World Justice
and Peace; March 1 (when this day does not fall
within Lent): Day of Prayer for Penance and
Renewal; first Monday of September: Day of Prayer
for Human Rights and Equality: and on
Thanksgiving a Day of Prayer for the Harvest and
Fruits of the Earth. Every September 7" the Diocese
observes the anniversary of the dedication of the
Altoona Cathedral
